New Referee Training – A Unique Opportunity

I would like to bring to your attention an exciting new course that is being piloted in Surrey.

For many years, we have taught candidates to become referees in a classroom environment.  We have now developed a new course where most of the teaching takes place outside on the field of play offering a very practical approach to learning.

The examination will take place on the evening of Thursday, 28 April 2005 at the Epsom Baptist Church Hall. Success in the examination will mean you qualify and can referee matches officially.  The County FA aims to provide a Mentor to those who wish to progress.
